Proceeding of the Hearing 

 

The parties: We have agreed to a plea bargain in which the prosecutor asks to submit a revised indictment 

that deletes the first count and the last three counts. The Defendant will ask to withdraw his not guilty 

plea, and subject to the Defendant’s admission to the revised indictment, the parties will ask for a sentence 

without restrictions.  

Decision 

 

We allow the prosecutor to revise the indictment and the Defendant to withdraw his not guilty plea.

The Court clarifies to the Defendant that it is not bound to the plea bargain reached between them. 

 

Defendant: I understand that the Court is not bound by the arrangement; I understand the revised 

indictment and admit to it. 

 

Verdict 

 

On the basis of his admission of guilt, the Defendant is hereby convicted of the offenses attributed to him 

in the revised indictment, i.e.: 

a. Membership and activity in an illegal organization, pursuant to of Regulation 85(1)(a) of the 

Defense Regulations (State of Emergency), 1945. 

b. 23 counts of intentionally causing death, pursuant to Section 51(a) of the Security Orders (State of 

Emergency), 1945 
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c. Attempt to intentionally cause death, pursuant to Section 51 of the Security Orders, and pursuant 

to Sections 19 and 20 of the Order Regarding Rules of Criminal Liability. 

d. Harming regional security, a crime pursuant to Section 53(a)(4) of the Security Orders. 

e. Willful damage of property, pursuant to Section 53c of the Security Orders.

The parties: No evidence in support of sentencing: 

 

Prosecutor’s summary: This is the third accomplice [of those] who carried out the terrible attack described 

in the count of the indictment. Two of the Defendant’s other accomplices, i.e., Majdi and Nassim Za’atri, 

have been before this Court, and as this Court indicated in Majdi Za’atri’s sentencing, Majdi’s actions 

speak for themselves. And in this case as well, there are no words to describe the cruelty of these attacks. 

Therefore, according to the military prosecution, the appropriate sentence is that which was given to Majdi 

– i.e., a life sentence for each murder victim, and an appropriate sentence for all the other crimes and this 

is what the prosecution has requested. 

 

Defense attorney’s summary: The Defendant before us has been judged and punished already at the stage 

of his interrogation. A decision was made to demolish the house he lived in, and only for engineering 

reasons was a decision reached to instead seal that house – the home of the Defendant before us –and his 

family was forced to leave and to rent an apartment elsewhere. We see this as also having a deterrent 

punitive element. In light of the prosecution’s request, I ask the Court to make the sentence concurrent.  

 

Final remarks of the Defendant: I have nothing to add.

Sentence 

 

The Defendant was convicted, based on his admission before us, on 27 different counts. The harshest, 

most severe of them are 23 counts involving intentionally causing death in the attack on Bus no. 2 in 

Jerusalem on August 19, 2003. 

 

The full details of the event are mentioned in the indictment, admitted by the Defendant in front of us 

today. The main facts regarding the attack on Bus no. 2 are as follows: 

 

Hamas operatives Nassim Za’atri and Majdi Za’atri looked for a place that would be appropriate for 

carrying out a suicide attack, following an order that their commander within the organization, Ahmad 

Bader, had given. Both noticed an Egged bus no. 2 and decided that the bombing would take place on this 

line that arrives at the bus stop next to the Novotel Hotel, which is packed with travelers and has no 

security. 

 

The Defendant was recruited by Majdi Za’atri to assist the suicide bomber and to assist him in collecting 

information. 

 

Ahmad Bader told Nassim and Majdi Za’atri that on August 19, 2003, he would send a suicide bomber to 

Jerusalem, and he told them to pick him up at the mosque in Abu Dis. Nassim Za’atri asked Ahmad Bader 

to have the suicide bomber wear black pants and a white shirt and carry a skullcap with him, in order to 

impersonate an Orthodox Jew. 

 

On the morning of the attack, the suicide bomber, Ra’ed Misq, was sent by Ahmad Bader to Abu Dis, 

where he was picked up by the Defendant and Majdi Za’atri.Nassim Za’atriwent to get the explosive belt 

and told Majdi that he had hidden the explosive belt at Majdi’s parents’ home. The suicide bomber was 

brought to the “Abadin” mosque 
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in the Wadi Joz neighborhood. At approximately 2:30 pm, Nissim Za’atri met with the suicide bomber in 

the mosque in Wadi Joz and briefed him in anticipation of the attack. 

 

At approximately 8:30 pm, the Defendant and Majdi Za’atri picked up the suicide bomber and drove him 

to the bus stop next to the Novotel Hotel. Close to 9:10 p.m., Ra’ed Misq boarded Bus no. 2 that was fully 

packed with men, women and children. The suicide bomber blew himself up inside the bus, snuffing out 

the lives of 23 innocent people. 

 

In addition to the counts of indictment for causing the death of 23 people, the Defendant was also charged 

with the attempt to intentionally cause the death of the rest of the passengers on Bus no. 2, which, 

according to them, resulted in approximately 120 people suffering from various levels of injury. 

 

In addition, we have convicted the Defendant for membership in the military wing of Hamas, which is an 

illegal organization, for maliciously causing damage to property due to the damage incurred to the Egged 

Company’s bus that was damaged in the suicide attack, and for harming regional security, due to his 

actions following execution of the Bus no. 2 bombing, which included preparations for another suicide 

attack on Bus no. 15. 

  

His actions speak for themselves, and the Defendant himself refused to say anything about his actions as 

he stood here today, in front of this court. As for his sentencing, there is no need to waste any words in his 

case: The only punishment that he deserves is one that will remove him permanently from human society. 

 

Therefore, we sentence the Defendant with the following punishments: 

a. For the murder of Tova Lev – a life sentence.    

b. For the murder of Rahel Weitz – a life sentence. 

c. For the murder of Tehila Nathanson – a life sentence. 

d. For the murder of Miriam Eisenstein – a life sentence. 

e. For the murder of Shmuel Wilner – a life sentence. 

f. For the murder of Menachem Leibel – a life sentence. 

g. For the murder of Mordechai Shalom Reinitz – a life sentence. 

h. For the murder of Hanoch Segal – a life sentence. 

i. For the murder of Eli-Shmuel Zarkovsky – a life sentence. 

j. For the murder of Elisheva Meshulami – a life sentence. 

k. For the murder of Yaakov Issachar Dov Binder – a life sentence. 

l. For the murder of Nechama Chava Rechnitzer – a life sentence. 
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m. For the murder of Liba Schwartz – a life sentence. 

n. For the murder of Golda Zarkovsky – a life sentence. 

o. For the murder of Feiga Dushinski – a life sentence. 

p. For the murder of Eliezer Weisfish – a life sentence. 

q. For the murder of Lilach Kardi – a life sentence. 

r. For the murder of Antonia Refaels – a life sentence. 

s. For the murder of Binyamin Bergman – a life sentence. 

t. For the murder of Avraham Bar-Or – a life sentence. 

u. For the murder of Shmuel Zargari – a life sentence. 

v. For the murder of Mordechai Laufer – a life sentence. 

w. For the murder of Dov Issachar Reinitz – a life sentence. 

x. For all the other crimes of which he has been convicted – a 35 year prison sentence. 

 

In total, the Defendant is to serve 23 life sentences plus an additional thirty-five years. Each prison 

sentence is to be served consecutively to the others. 

 

Right to an appeal within 30 days.

The Defendant is convicted, pursuant to his admission, 

 

and I accordingly impose the following sentences on the Defendant:
