I, the undersigned, have been requested by: Jerusalem Minorities Unit to express my professional opinion on the
following question: examination of exhibits in an investigation conducted by the police unit: Jerusalem Minorities
Unit

Case No: Detailed Incident 10283/01.

I express this opinion instead of testifying in court and hereby declare that | am well aware, that for the purposes of
penal law concerning perjury, this expert opinion, when signed by me, shall be considered as sworn evidence given
in a court of law.

The details of my education are:

1) Graduate of an Israel Police bomb disposal course in 1990.

2) Graduate of an explosion supervisor course at the Ministry of Labor in 1993.

3) Graduate of an administrative officer course in the Israel Police in 1996.

4) Graduate of a senior bomb disposal technician course in the Israel Police in 1996.
5) Graduate of a bomb laboratory operation teams course in 1998.

My vocational experience:

1) Qualified bomb disposal technician in the Israel Police bomb disposal department since 1990.
2) Advanced bomb disposal technician in the Israel Police bomb disposal department since 1994.
3) Senior bomb disposal technician in the Israel Police bomb disposal department since 1996.

4) Laboratory worker in the bomb disposal department since 1996.
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My professional opinion:
On December 1, 2001 at about 11:35 p.m., | was summoned by the Jerusalem District bomb disposal unit following
two explosions which occurred on Ben Yehuda Street. On my way to the site, | received a report of another
explosion that had occurred inside a vehicle parked on Harav Kook Street near the junction with Jaffa Street. At the
site, | met with Superintendent Kobi Friger, the deputy bomb disposal officer of the Jerusalem District, who pointed
out a vehicle parked in Harav Kook Street approximately 20 meters from the intersection with Jaffa Street. At the
site, 1 noticed the remains of a vehicle that had been detonated and partly burned. As a result of the detonation, the
vehicle in which the explosion occurred sustained heavy damage, heavy damage was also caused to a number of
vehicles that were parked near the vehicle in which the explosion occurred, and damage was caused to a number of
buildings near the site of the vehicle explosion. Upon completion of the sweeps and documentation of the scene, |
gathered the following exhibits:

1. Perforated vehicle roof — found in Zion Square, approximately 50 meters from the blast site.

2. The trunk door — found in the upper part of the street, approximately 40 meters from the site at which the
explosion occurred.

3. Metal nuts.

4, Nails.

5. Various pieces of metal.

6. Various pieces of plastic.

7. Pieces of black fabric.

8. Remains of a 9V battery.

9. Various electric wires.

10. Various pieces of wood.

11. Various electronic components.

12. Two cellular phones.

13. Two cellular phone batteries.

14 Remains of an Opel Kadett vehicle.

All of the exhibits were transferred by me to the laboratory for further examinations.

On December 2, 2001, two heat sealed plastic bags were transferred for examination at the analytic laboratory,
numbered 1-2 and marked:

1) “ZB-5651/01, Y.R., int- 149/01, February 2, 2001” — containing metal nuts.

2) “Y.R., ZB-05651/01, internal 149/01” — containing pieces of sponge, polystyrene-like material and the inner
panel of one of the doors.

On September 11, 2002, the results of the examination and the findings, in a heat sealed plastic bag marked
“05651/01, Sarah Abramovich” were received back from the analytic laboratory.

Results of the examination

1. An examination of the incident scene and exhibits reveals that a car bomb exploded in Harav Kook Street
near the junction with Jaffa Street. The vehicle that was used for the car bomb is a blue Opel Kadett made
in 1987, chassis No. W0L000034H2531348, engine No. 13 S*19602206, license No. that was extracted
according to the chassis number 47-749-87, the vehicle belongs to a resident of Jerusalem and is not
registered as stolen. The explosive device was installed in the following manner:

A Primary charge — A black fabric bag was used which contained the primary material and was
placed on the right hand side of the back seat.
B. Primary material — The effects indicate that high explosives were used. Analytic laboratory tests

indicated with a low degree of certainty the presence of triacetone tripeoxide (TATP). See the
attached analytical laboratory professional opinion.
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C. Initiator — Among the exhibits which were gathered at the scene of the incident and examined, an
initiator or remains of an initiator were not found, but according to the remains of the activation
system, the initiator that was used was electrical.

D. Activation system — An electrical delay system that consisted of the following was used:
1. Delay element — a digital Casio F 91 model wristwatch was used.
2. Power sources — at least two different power sources were used:
1) 3V button battery made by Toshiba, manufactured in Japan. This battery was
used as a power source for the digital wristwatch.
2) 9V battery. Due to the condition of the remains after the explosion and fire, the

manufacturer cannot be identified. This battery was used as a power source for
the explosive device.

E. Fragmentation — Two different types of fragments were used:
1) Metal nuts weighing at least 5975 grams.
2) Metal nails of approximately 20 mm length and weighing at least 30 grams.
F. Camouflage — a black fabric bag with a carrying strap was used.
2. The explosive device of the type set forth above is capable of causing death upon explosion.
3. Photographs of the incident scene and the exhibits, marked by me “Y.R., ZB- 05651/01” are attached.

4, Exhibits 1-13 in a heat sealed plastic bag marked “Y.R., ZB- 0565 1/01” are attached. Exhibit No. 14 was
kept in the bomb laboratory yard and will be taken by the Jerusalem District Minorities Squad.
