Sentence

Having heard the parties’ arguments and given our opinion considering the serious crimes of which the Defendant
has been convicted, we have decided on the following sentences for the Defendant:

One life sentence for causing the death of Esther Galia of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Hahmat Shohri Hasan Yassin of blessed memory.
One life sentence for causing the death of Gideon Lichterman of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of David Zion of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Zvi Goldstein of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Shalom Harmelech of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of First Sergeant Erez Eidan of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Sergeant Elad Falk of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Sergeant Ro’i Yaakov Salomon of blessed memory.

An additional life sentence is to be served for the other crimes of which the Defendant has been convicted of, with
all the sentences to be served consecutively.

The Defendant will therefore serve ten consecutive life sentences.
The full reasons for the sentence will be published later.

Reasons for Sentencing

On February 13, 2006, we sentenced the Defendant Hisham Abd al-Qader Ibrahim Hijaz (hereinafter: “the
Defendant”), and we determined that our reasons for the sentencing would be given separately.

The crimes of which the Defendant was convicted:

The Defendant was convicted on the basis of his confession to the following 26 crimes:
a. Nine counts of intentionally causing death, pursuant to Section 51(a) of the Security Orders. These
consisted of the following:

- On November 18, 2002, or close to that time, the Defendant approved the execution of a planned
attack against an Israeli vehicle on Route 458 (the “Allon Road”) and also provided the ammunition to
those carrying out the attack. During said attack, an Israeli vehicle, a “Honda Shuttle”, was fired upon,
and Esther Galia, was injured as a result of the shooting. The attackers escaped from the scene of the
attack after they saw that they had succeeded in their efforts, and the injured driver, who was brought
to the hospital, died as a result of her injuries. (Count 7).

- On March 13, 2003, the Defendant took part in the kidnapping of Hihmat Yasin, who was
suspected of collaborating with the Israeli security forces (hereinafter: “the Suspect”). After a number
of failed attempts, the Defendant and his friends succeeded in taking the Suspect using armed force,
but Hahmat Yasin was shot during the course of the kidnapping — and he died while he was being
taken to a hiding place. Once the Defendant was informed of the abductee’s death, he ordered that the
vehicle that had been used to carry out the kidnapping be abandoned; the body was left in the car.
(Count 11)

- On May 5, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant approved the execution of a planned attack in
the segment of Route 458 (the “Allon Road”), north of Mughair, close to the turn-off to Shilo. The
attackers reached the planned place of the attack in a Daihatsu vehicle, and placed themselves
alongside the road. After waiting some time there for the Defendant, a “Hyundai Accent” vehicle
arrived at the place of the incident; the vehicle bore Israeli license plates and the attackers fired on it.
The driver of the vehicle, Gideon Lichterman, was injured as a result of the shooting, and he died at the
scene shortly thereafter. The attacking terrorists succeeded in escaping safely from the place of the
attack. (Count 12)

- On May 11, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant approved the inclusion of an additional
operative in the “Izz ad-Din al-Qassam” military cell, and paid for the purchase of a “Fiat Uno” vehicle
for the purpose of carrying out an attack close to the Yabrud bridge on Route 60. Additionally,

the Defendant provided weapons to the members of the attacking cell. The attackers reached the
designated area, and positioned themselves on the side of the road, some 500 meters north of the Ofra
settlement. When an lIsraeli vehicle drove by, they opened fire on it, which caused the death of the
driver David Zion. The damaged vehicle swerved left off the lane and fell into the ditch alongside the
road. The attackers succeeded in escaping from the site of the incident without sustaining any harm
(Count 14).

- On June 20, 2003, or close to that time, the Defendant approved the execution of an additional
shooting attack, with the intention of causing the death of Israeli citizens. In order to further this goal,
the Defendant financed the purchase of a silver-colored “Subaru” vehicle. Once again, the Yabrud
bridge, located 50 meters from Route 60, was chosen as the site of the attack — and the attacking
terrorists reached that location in the vehicle, with two of them dressed as an elderly man and a
woman, in order to conceal their true activity at the site of the incident. When an Israeli “Volkswagen
Polo” vehicle drove by, travelling from the direction of Eli to Jerusalem, the terrorists began firing
automatic weapons at it. A number of bullets hit the moving vehicle and caused the death of the driver,
Zvi Goldstein. The damaged vehicle continued to travel to the gas station adjacent to the Kochav
Yaakov settlement, where it fell into a ditch and turned over. After the attack was over, the terrorists
left the scene of the incident in the Subaru vehicle which was waiting for them nearby. (Count 16)

- On August 20, 2003, the Defendant approved an additional shooting attack on Route 458 (the
“Allon Road”). For the purpose of the attack, the Defendant had a lookout join the terrorist cell, and
the Defendant gave him a pair of binoculars; an additional terrorist was charged with handling the
transfer of weapons to be used in the attack. The “Subaru” vehicle that had been purchased earlier with
funds provided by the Defendant was also used in this incident, to enable the attackers to reach Route
458, where they waited to ambush an Israeli vehicle. When an Israeli vehicle drove by, making its way
from Kohav HaShahar in the direction of the Tapuah Junction, the terrorists began firing automatic
weapons at it. The driver, Shalom (Shuli) Harmelech, was killed as a result of the shooting, and the car
itself swerved out of its lane and hit a boulder. After their mission had been carried out, the attackers
left the site of the incident — and hid their weapons in a hiding place. (Count 18)

- On October 19, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant planned and approved a fatal attack on
an IDF foot patrol which routinely passed by Ein Yabrud. For the purpose of carrying out the mission,
the Defendant received 10,000 dollars from another Fatah operative and recruited both his military cell
and an additional military cell from the 1zz ad-Din al-Qassam Brigades. The plan was to concentrate
direct fire at an IDF patrol, in order to intentionally cause the deaths of the soldiers — and then to steal
their weapons. Among other things, the Defendant used the money that he received to pay a salary of
NIS 1,900 to each attacker, and to purchase a car which was intended to serve those who carried out
the attack.

The Defendant and an additional commander of the cell that he had brought in for the operation went
out to scout the area and plan the details of the attack. Some of the attackers were meant to carry out
the actual shooting and others were meant to be used as lookouts and sentries — and to assist in
bringing weapons to the site of the attack and to help with removing the attackers from the site after
the incident was over. Information concerning IDF patrols in the region was gathered over a number of
days for the purpose of carrying out the attack — in order to prevent the attackers from any “surprises.”
On the date intended for the attack (October 19, 2003), five armed attackers waited at the ambush
point, and when the patrol team approached the site, the Defendant ordered the attackers to open fire at
them. As a result of the shooting, all the soldiers in the patrol were hit, and three of them

were lying wounded on the road, while one soldier succeeded in escaping from the attackers’ field of
vision. After the attack, the terrorists left their hiding place behind a concrete wall and fired again at
the soldiers lying on the road, to make certain of their deaths, and to steal their weapons. The terrorists
left the place immediately afterwards.

In this severe incident, the Defendant took part in the murder of the following soldiers: First Sergeant
Erez Eidan, Sergeant Elad Falk, and Sergeant Ro'i Yaakov Salomon. (Counts 22, 23 and 24)

Twelve counts dealing with attempts to cause death intentionally, pursuant to section 51(a) of the

Security Orders and Sections 19 and 20 of the Order Regarding the Rules of Criminal Liability. These
consisted of the following:

- On November 7, 2002 or close to that time, the Defendant supplied two Kalashnikov assault rifles
and eight magazines of bullets to members of a terrorist cell, who had agreed to carry out a shooting
attack against an Israeli vehicle on Route 60, near Silwad. The shooting attack was carried out with the
Defendant’s approval, and in the course of events, a “Ford Transit” vehicle was fired upon with the
intention of causing the death of those traveling in it. After the shooting, the attackers fled the scene.

- On December 27, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant approved a shooting attack against an
Egged Number 177 bus traveling from the direction of Jerusalem towards Ba’al Hazor; he also
supplied ammunition for the purpose of carrying out the attack. The attack itself took place when the
bus left the Ofra settlement, at which time the bus was fired upon from an ambush. Three bullets hit it
and damaged it. Fortunately, no fatalities were caused in the attack, and the attackers fled the scene of
the incident in a vehicle that belonged to one of them. (Count 8)

- OnJanuary 29, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant approved the execution of an attack with
the intention of causing the deaths of Israeli citizens — and also arranged 200 dollars worth of funds for
the purpose of advancing this objective. Following consultation, it was agreed that the attack would be
carried out at the Yabrud Bridge on Route 60, by a terrorist cell that had received weapons from the
Defendant. The approval for the execution of the attack was given by the Defendant after he personally
toured the intended site for the attack, and discovered that no IDF forces travelled along the route
there. When an “Opal Astra” vehicle passed by on the road, the terrorists opened fire on it and six
bullets hit the car. Two of the passengers in the car were injured as a result of the shooting.

The terrorists fled the scene after the incident, with the help of a friend who waited for them with his
vehicle. They hid their weapons, and carried a cell member who had been injured in his leg by a
ricocheting bullet, so that he could receive medical treatment. (Count 9).

- On April 30, 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant agreed to join a terrorist cell which planned
to carry out a shooting attack against Israeli citizens on Route 60, close to Mazra'a al-Shargiya.
Following this, it was agreed with the Defendant that he would be positioned south of Mazra'a al-
Shargiya, and would watch the IDF forces in the area. It was also agreed with the Defendant that the
attack would be carried out with the Kalashnikov rifles that the Defendant had made available to the
cell. When an “Isuzu” truck bearing Israeli license plates passed by on the road,
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it was fired upon and a bullet hit the front windshield of the moving vehicle.

The attackers fled the scene of the attack, after they realized that the Israeli vehicle had continued in its
journey after the shooting. The shooting was reported to the Defendant. (Count 11)

- 0On May 5, 2003 or close to that time, at the time of the shooting that resulted in the murder of
Gideon Lichterman (Charge 12), Moriah Lichterman, age 6, who was travelling in the car that was hit,
was seriously injured. Also seriously injured was Tamir Dar, who was waiting on the side of the road
at the site of the attack. (Count 13)

- On May 11, 2003 or close to that time, at the time of the incident that resulted in the murder of
David Zion (Charge 14), an additional car with Israeli license plates was fired upon; that car was
driven by Vered Lorber — and one of the bullets hit the vehicle. The terrorists fled the scene of the
incident after the attack. (Count 15)

- OnJune 20, 2003 or close to that time, at the time of the incident that resulted in the murder of Zvi
Goldstein (Charge 16), three passengers who were riding in the vehicle were seriously injured; the
vehicle was hit by bullets and was overturned as a result of that. (Count 17)

- On August 29, 2003 or close to that time, at the time of the incident that resulted in the murder of
Shalom Har-Melech (Charge 18), Limor Har-Melech, who was riding in the car, was also injured. The
injured woman was in an advanced state of pregnancy at the time of the incident and as a result of the
injury the doctors were forced to perform a Caesarean operation. (Count 19)

- On September 19, 2003, the Defendant planned and approved an additional shooting attack on
Route 458 (the “Allon Road”), close to Mughair. The terrorists used a Subaru vehicle with forged
Israeli license plates for the purpose of carrying out the attack — a vehicle which they had purchased for
the attack. The Defendant gave the terrorists two Kalashnikov assault rifles and recruited members for
the terrorist cell. When an Israeli Volkswagen vehicle passed by the planned ambush site, it was fired
upon and one of the bullets hit the vehicle’s tire. After the mission was completed, the Defendant
helped the attackers to flee the area of the attack. (Count 20)

- On October 6, 2003, the Defendant obtained an improvised explosive device made of a gas
canister weighing 20 kilograms which was to be used for the purpose of carrying out an attack against
IDF soldiers near Mughair. The members of the Defendant’s cell located a suitable site and hid the
improvised explosive device in a hole that they dug in the road over which an IDF patrol was supposed
to pass. After a lengthy wait, an IDF jeep passed the attack location and the explosive device was set
off with the intention of causing the death of the soldiers. As a result of the explosion of the device, the
back part of the jeep was hit and one of the soldiers travelling in it was injured. (Count 21)

- On October 19, 2003, at the time of the severe attack against the IDF patrol at Ein Yabrud, in
which three IDF soldiers were cruelly murdered (Count 22), Sergeant Shahaf Gilad was injured in his
limbs. Because it was dark, those who carried out the attack did not see the wounded soldier, who had
collapsed on the road due to his injury, and was miraculously saved,
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from the murderous attackers, who had made sure they killed all the other soldiers who were in the
patrol and who were injured in the course of the attack. (Count 25)

- During the months of November and December 2003, the Defendant and the accomplices in his
activity planned an attack to be carried out by using a truck that would crash into an IDF jeep — with
the terrorist cell opening fire on the IDF soldiers in the jeep, with the objective of killing them.
Afterwards, the terrorists intended to capture the bodies of the murdered soldiers and to exchange them
for security prisoners held in Israeli prisoners. The terrorists planned to carry out the attack against an
IDF patrol that travelled along the Shurda-Birzeit-Jifna-Beit El route every day during the evening
hours.

The Defendant gave NIS 20,000 to the accomplices in this hostile activity, for the purpose of buying a
“Mack” truck — and after this truck was found to be inappropriate for the mission, the Defendant paid
an additional NIS 30,000 for the purchase of a “Volvo” truck. The Defendant also transferred an
additional NIS 8,000 for the purchase of a Mitsubishi vehicle to be used by the attackers. At the same
time, graves were prepared in which to hide the bodies of the soldiers, whom the Defendant and his
accomplices intended to murder and to capture.

- Two terrorist cells working together were supposed to carry out the attack itself, and the
Defendant was supposed to coordinate between the two murderous cells. The Defendant and his
accomplices in the hostile activity carried out several attempts to locate an IDF jeep against which it
would be possible to act. Fortunately, these attempts failed. Even after the arrest of one of the terrorists
who was supposed to take part in the attack, the Defendant and his accomplices did not abandon their
efforts to carry out the harsh attack; and they were only prevented from carrying out the planned attack
because the Defendant and his accomplices were arrested by the Israeli Security Forces. (Count 26)

Membership and activity in an Unlawful Association, pursuant to Regulation 85(a)(1) of the Defense
Regulations. This consisted of the fact that from 2002 through the date of the Defendant’s arrest on December
20, 2003, the Defendant was a member of Hamas, which is an unlawful association. In this framework, the
Defendant served as member and military operative in the 1zz ad-Din al-Qassam Brigades, which is the military
wing of Hamas. The Defendant was recruited into the organization by Murad Barghouthi, an operative, and was
engaged in widespread hostile activities until he was arrested by the security forces. (Count E-1)

Holding office in an Unlawful Association, pursuant to Regulation 85(1)(3) of the Defense Regulations. This
consisted of the fact that during the period beginning in 2002 through the Defendant’s arrest on December 20,
2003, the Defendant was the head of a military cell of the 1zz ad-Din al-Qassam Brigades, which is the military
wing of Hamas. In this context, the Defendant met with the members of his cell on an ongoing basis. On a
number of occasions, the Defendant trained additional activists in the use of weapons and in shooting.
Additionally, the Defendant served as the handler of additional military cell, and as the “contact person” for the
transfer of funds for the financing of terrorist activity. (Count E-4)

Three counts dealing with the provision of service to an Unlawful Association, pursuant to 85(1)(c) of the
Defense Regulations. This consisted of the following:

- At the beginning of 2003 or close to that time, the Defendant, together with another operative, was
busy with establishing a military cell, in the framework of Hamas’ 1zz ad-Din al-Qassam Brigades.

(Count E-2)
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- During the months of July and August 2002, the Defendant recruited operatives to serve in the
“lzz ad-Din al-Qassam Brigades,” which is the military wing of Hamas. (Charge E-3)

- During the months of July and August 2002, the Defendant recruited an operative named
Mahmoud Itsub Mahamid Sha’ad (Amamash) after subjecting him to an “acceptance test” — and was
convinced in his professional skill to secure a route in Mazra’a al-Sharqiya, and to serve as a look-out
against the Israeli security forces. (Count E-5)

The parties’ arguments:

The Military Prosecution sought to emphasize the severity of the many crimes for which the Defendant had been
convicted, which include, inter alia, 9 counts of intentionally causing death; as well as the injury of a number of
additional people, some of whom were severely injured, and of a pregnant woman who, as a result of her injury, was
required to undergo a Caesarean operation. The Defendant was the individual who initiated the establishment of two
murderous military cells, which at times jointly carried out brutal attacks. Most of the attacks were approved in
advance by the Defendant, and he took an active part in some of them. The Defendant and his accomplices were not
satisfied with what they had done, and they planned an additional combined attack, in which soldiers would be
murdered, and decapitated. All this was in order to use the soldiers’ bodies as a bargaining chip for negotiations with
Israel to secure the release of Palestinian prisoners held in Israeli prisons. The Military Prosecution therefore asks
that ten consecutive life sentences be imposed on the Defendant, which includes nine life sentences with respect to
nine murder victims — and an additional life sentence for all the other crimes of which the Defendant has been
convicted of.

In his final remarks, the Defendant expressed no regret for his actions, and firmly stuck to the position that under the
circumstances he had been forced to act in the manner in which he acted. According to him, it is only the State of
Israel that is responsible for all the disasters that have befallen the Palestinians, and the Israeli Security Forces have,
over the years, acted against the Palestinians with a type of cruelty that is hard to describe. Thus, as there is no other
option, the Palestinian people must establish their own cells that can offer an appropriate response to the killings
carried out by the Israelis against the Palestinian people. According to him, it was his duty to take action that would
protect the trampled-upon honor of the Palestinians, and this is what he did.

Hearing:

The crimes for which the Defendant was convicted are among the most serious that this Court has dealt with in
recent years. The Defendant’s actions indicate that he is an immoral murderer, who has lost any degree of humanity.

In the course of the years 2002-2003, the Defendant established two murderous cells which succeeded in carrying
out a long series of shooting attacks and in murdering, cruelly, no less than nine Israelis, and injuring many more.
The Defendant and his accomplices took as their objective the establishment of a “reign of terror” within the
territory of Judea, and carry out shooting attacks against Israeli vehicles that were innocently traveling along its
roads. The Defendant and his accomplices were also not deterred from attacking IDF soldiers who were charged
with maintaining security in the region, and also attacked an IDF patrol in Ein Yabrud, in the course of which three
soldiers on patrol were killed and an additional soldier was wounded. The Defendant and his accomplices also
planned the murder and decapitation of IDF soldiers and to return their bodies only after the release of Palestinian
prisoners. Fortunately, this horrible and cruel attack was prevented, but only because the Defendant and his
accomplices in this activity were arrested by the Israeli Security Forces.

It is important to stress that the Defendant played a key role in the execution of all the aforementioned attacks and
that he stood at the head of the cells, and he guided, financed and initiated the attacks.

The principle of the sanctity of life is a universal value, which every civilized person must honor. The “thou shalt
not murder” prohibition is anchored as the sixth prohibition in the Ten Commandments and we find, in biblical
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scriptures, that “whoever sheds the blood of man — by man shall his blood be shed.” The blood of those who were
murdered cries out from the ground onto which it was spilled, and there is no atonement or forgiveness for this. As a
human being, the Defendant should have respected this sacred value as well, but instead of doing so, he preferred to
sanction and participate in terror attacks that caused bloodshed and murder for its own sake. The blood of the nine
innocent murdered people, whose lives were cut off by the Defendant and his accomplices, calls to us from the ground —
and no punishment that can be imposed on the Defendant for his actions will serve to atone for the bloodshed.

Punishment has, as is known, various purposes. On the one hand, it must deter others, and protect society against the
future misdeeds of the defendant. On the other hand, it is intended to take into consideration the defendant’s personal
circumstances and the need to rehabilitate him and ultimately to return him to a normative and constructive framework. It
is not simple or easy to achieve a “balance” between the various objectives of punishment, but in the case which is the
subject of these proceedings, we are exempt from any need to weigh various doubts about the issue — as the only
consideration that guides us is the need to protect the public from the Defendant’s misdeeds and to keep him, forever,
behind lock and key.

To sum up, the acts in which the Defendant took part were terrible and cruel. The appropriate punishment for his acts is a
consecutive life sentence for each person that he murdered and an additional consecutive punishment for the other crimes
of which he was convicted.

In conclusion:

We have therefore decided to impose the following sentences on the Defendant:

One life sentence for causing the death of Esther Galia of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Hahmat Shohri Hasan Yassin of blessed memory.
One life sentence for causing the death of Gideon Lichterman of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of David Zion of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Zvi Goldstein of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Shalom Harmelech of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of First Sergeant Erez Eidan of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Sergeant Elad Falk of blessed memory.

One life sentence for causing the death of Sergeant Ro’i Yaakov Salomon of blessed memory.
